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DITCHES - All permanent ditches are lateral water hazards.
SAFETY - A ball played onto or over the 3rd fairway from the 4th tee - one stroke penalty.
PATHS - Path from right side of 7th green around to 9th green, and all constructed paths. Pick and drop within one club length from nearest point of relief. No penalty.

STAKED TREES - To be classed as immovable obstructions. Relief may be taken if the tree or stake interferes with the player's stance or the intended line of swing. 
The ball must be dropped within one club length from the nearest point of relief, not nearer to the hole.
PLANTATIONS - Marked by BLUE stakes are G.U.R. Relief must be taken under rule 25.1b or rule 25.1c.

RULES OF ETIQUETTE
PLEASE: Repair pitch marks, replace divots, rake bunkers, avoid slow play and do not cut in, if previous hole is occupied.
PLEASE: Use the bins provided on the course to dispose of your litter.

BUNKERS - Stones in the bunkers are classed as "movable obstructions" see Rule 24-1.

OUT OF BOUNDS - A ball over any boundary fence, or areas marked by White Posts.  A ball in the Clubhouse, Professional Shop or on the Paved Area at the front of 
the Clubhouse.
IMMOVABLE OBSTRUCTION - Fixed seats, shelter at the 6th tee, fixed sprinkler heads, drain covers, wrong green, winter tee-mats, bell posts and ball washers - see 
rule 24-2.
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
